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Victoria offers diverse recreational fishing opportunities from freshwater river and lake, to estuary, inlet, bay, beach and offshore
fishing. The state’s compactness, well-developed tourism infrastructure and the proximity of fishing attractions to parks and

reserves, makes recreational fishing readily accessible.

Freshwater streams, lakes and reservoirs provide good catches from the bank,
shoreline or boat, with the most commonly caught species being trout, Chinook
salmon, Murray cod and golden perch. The bays, beaches and offshore fishing
grounds give anglers good opportunities to target snapper, tuna and kingfish.

In inland waters, the most popular and widely distributed angling species are
brown trout, rainbow trout and redfin. In the eastern part of the state, most
inland fishing is based on self-sustaining stocks of native fish and trout in
mountain rivers and streams. In the western half of the state, most inland fishing
is for trout and Chinook salmon, Murray cod and golden perch in lakes and
impoundments; self-sustaining trout and native fish stocks in streams; and the
abundant and widely-distributed redfin and yabbies.

In marine and estuarine waters, sand flathead, black bream and Australian
salmon (two species) are the most widely distributed and widely fished species.
King George whiting is the main target species common to Port Phillip Bay,
Westernport and Corner Inlet, while snapper is a very popular angling species in
Port Phillip Bay and on inshore reefs off eastern Victoria. Details on what fish
can be caught where and how - at either a local or state level — are described
in many publications available at fishing tackle stores and newsagents in
Melbourne and throughout Victoria.

The Department of Primary Industries publication A Guide to the Inland Angling
Wiaters of Victoria gives a comprehensive description of streams and
impoundments and their main fishing characteristics.

VICTORIAN RECREATIONAL FISHING LICENCE

A Recreational Fishing Licence (RFL) covers all forms of recreational fishing in all
of Victoria's marine, estuarine and fresh waters. Unless you are exempt, an RFL
is required when taking, or attempting to take, any species of fish by any
method, including line fishing, bait collection, gathering shellfish, yabby fishing,
prawning and spear fishing. An RFL can be purchased for periods of 48 hours,
28 days and one year. The RFL is available from over 900 outlets including
tackle stores throughout Victoria, as well as wwwv.dpi.vic.gov.au/fishing
